SUGGESTIONS 

i. Pray before you start writing, asking the Holy Spirit to give you the 
words. He will direct your words to the correct person. 

ii. Make the letter brief, 5-8 sentences. Keep it simple. 
iii. Write by hand – printing may be easier to read. 
iv. Your letters should NOT all be identical if possible. 
v. Write as many as you can – up to 24! 
vi. No stickers, no perfumes, nothing enclosed. 

vii. Sign the letter with your first name – no phone number or address 
viii. Include Bible verses if you wish, but don’t overdo it.
